Open with Limited Access

e Sinnissippi Gardens and Rock River Rec Path are open. The Auburn Street underpass is closed as are a few
path areas from Auburn Street to the YMCA. The areas with water on the path are marked and path users can
detour around them.

¢ Blackhawk Park is open with some parking areas and sections of roadway closed
